INTERNATIONAL STUDENTS REGISTRATION AT THE FOREIGN OFFICE IN GRANADA 

  

Incoming students whose nationality is from an EU member country, from countries belonging 

to the EEA Agreement (Norway, Iceland and Liechtenstein) or from the Swiss Confederation 

and who will be studying in Spain for more than three months are obliged to register with the 

Main Office for Foreign Residents (Registro Central de Extranjeros) of the province where they 

will be residing. This Office will issue a registration certificate giving you the right to live in 

Spain for the duration of your study period.  

ERASMUS STUDENTS WITH EU OR ASSOCIATED STATE NATIONALITY can submit the application 

through the University or in person at the Main Office for Foreign Residents (Registro Central 

de Extranjeros) of Granada C/San Agapito nº2, 18013, Granada.

2. FEE PAYMENT 

 

The registration entails a fee of 10,30€. To pay the fee you must fill in a form of payment. You 

can pick it up at the information points at the exit of the information sessions during the 

welcome week (17-18 September Aula Magna de la Facultad de Ciencias - Campus 

Fuentenueva). 

You can pay the fee at any bank with this form. The bank will give you a receipt of payment. 

 

3. DOCUMENTATION SUBMISSION 

Once you have paid the fee, you can submit your application at the following locations: 

During the information days, 17 - 18 September, from 9 to 14 h.  

• Facultad de Ciencias Aula Magna (Campus Fuentenueva, C/ Severo Ochoa s/n). 

From 19 to 28 September: 

• International Relations Office: Avda. del Hospicio s/n. Complejo Administrativo Triunfo 

from 9 to 14 h. 

• Facultad de Ciencias Políticas y Sociología. Main Hall. Calle Rector López Argüeta, s/n 

Granada. (to be confirmed) from 10 to 13 h. (TO BE CONFIRMED) 

 

You must submit: 

• signed application form 

• payment receipt 

• photocopy of the identity card or passport 

 

You don’t need to deliver your Erasmus student accreditation 

 

4. CERTIFICATE PICKUP 

 

The university will send the applications to the foreign office. The certificates will be available 

at the International Relations Office in late October.
