Application & 
Course Assessment 

Applications will be assessed and the students’ preferred courses will be sent to the appropriate 
faculties for approval if required. The faculties will look at the student’s transcript and course 
descriptions from the home university to determine the students’ suitability for enrolment into the 
desired courses.  

Courses from the following areas require approval prior to enrolment: Criminology, Education, 
Health Sciences, Languages, Law, MBA, Media, Music, Sciences. 

Offer 
An Offer of Admission will be emailed directly to the student, with cc to the home university. 

Acceptance 
Students need to complete the payment for their Overseas Student Health Cover (OSHC) (if 
applicable). Details of the payment method are outlined in the Offer of Admission. Students will need 
to return all pages of the signed and completed Offer of Admission.  

Confirmation of 
Enrolment (CoE) & 
Student Visa 

Once the OSHC payment is received and the signed Offer of Admission is returned, the University 
of Adelaide issues a Confirmation of Enrolment (cc to home university) which is a required 
document to obtain a student visa.

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Admission Requirements 

Length of Study 
Students must have completed one year of study at their home university, but 
are able to apply for Exchange after one semester of results. 

Grade Point Average (GPA) 
The students’ GPA must meet or be equivalent to at least 2.5 out of 4.0. 

 

All applicants must demonstrate an acceptable level of English proficiency to gain admission to the University. 
Students from majority native English speaking countries (listed on our website) do not have to provide evidence of 
English proficiency.

Accepted tests of alternative English language proficiency are listed on our 
webpage including:
